Vendor Rules

ENTRIES: CREATIVE ARTS & CRAFT ITEMS PERFERRED.

Items for sale must include a detailed description and a non-returnable 
photograph submitted with application.  No pushcarts or “hawking” of goods will 
not be allowed.  All rules will be strictly enforced.

PLACE: Head Avenue, downtown Tallapoosa, Georgia

FEE 
SCHEDULE: (1) 12'X10' space - $50.00

(2) Reserved spaces - $90.00
(3) Electricity - $10.00 – (1) 20amp outlet/additional charge for additional 
electrical outlet.

CHECK
POLICY: Your check must clear your bank prior to final booth assignment.

DEADLINE: Applications will be mailed to last years vendors by February and must be 
returned as soon as possible. Reservation confirmation, a map and full details 
will be mailed to you.  If cancellation is necessary, please notify us as soon as 
possible in writing.  The vendor fee will be refunded with at least 15 days 
notification prior to the fair.

CHECK IN
SCHEDULE: Vendors may check in on Friday evening between 6:00 p.m. and 10:00 p.m. 

Vendors must check in by 7:00 a.m. Saturday or you will be considered a no 
show and your reserved location will be released to other vendors.  

CHECK IN
LOCATION:  Vendors should check in with coordinator for booth location. 

VEHICLES: After locating your booth assignment, unload your vehicle and immediately 
move it to a parking area before beginning set up.  No vehicle will be permitted 
in the vendor area after 8:00 a.m. Saturday or before the fair ends at 6:00 
p.m. Violators will be asked to remove their vehicles.

PARKING: Parking information will be provided at check in.  

DISPLAY: All displays must be ready for opening at 8:00 a.m. Saturday.  No removal will 
be permitted before 6:00 p.m. Vendors are provided a 12′ by 10′ space.  Please 



keep this in mind when selecting your display arrangement and items to be sold. 
We do not provide canopy for your booth.  

FOOD 
VENDORS: Please note, disposal of grease, or other food byproducts, is your responsibility.

You may not utilize the City of Tallapoosa storm drains for this purpose.
